way and to disaggregate what contemporaries experienced as a whole. Rarely,
it seems, have the interlinkages and interrelationships between these various
components of elite landscapes (of which house and garden are only the most
obvious manifestation) been examined. Accordingly, this study is all about join-
ing up medieval landscapes, examining the ways in which different elements
articulated together to create elite settings at different scales.

Third, while several excellent studies of individual examples of medieval
designed landscapes have been published, scholarship to date has drawn back
from overview and shirked explanation. This book aims to broaden our under-
standing of the phenomenon of elite landscape design in the medieval period
beyond the fortified residences of major magnates on which work to date has
largely focused. Bodiam castle in East Sussex (Black and White Plate 2) was the
first major example of a designed landscape of the medieval period to be recog-
nised as such,'” showing how our understanding of elite buildings that are
apparently well understood could be revolutionised by looking at their wider
